The Hall of Faith ~ Hebrews 11

““Looking unto Jesus, the author and finisher of our faith...”” Hebrews 12:2

1. Read Hebrews 11:30-31. To learn more about Joshua read Exodus 24:13-14 and
33:11; Numbers 13, 14:1-10, and 27:18-23; and Deuteronomy 31:1-8.

2. What are some principal character traits that stand out in Joshua's life?

3. How important was Moses’” example as a leader to building godly faith in Joshua?
Why?

4. Who has been an influence of faith in your life and how has he or she been an
influence?



5. Who are the people who look to you as a godly influence in their lives? Why is it
important that you remain faithful to being that example?

6. Read Deuteronomy 31:7-8 and Joshua 1:1-9. Write out the similarities of both
passages.

7. Joshua had been in training to lead Israel for years as Moses’ assistant. Why do you
think he was admonished by Moses and God to be strong and courageous?

8. Why is it important not to do anything in our own strength? (see John 15:5 and
Philippians 4:13)



9. Are there places in your walk with the Lord that you need to be strengthened or
perhaps you need more faith to step out into the work? How does Joshua 1:8-9
encourage you?

10. Read Joshua 1-5. What did Joshua do to prepare the people before they engaged
in the work that God called them to?

11. What kind of spiritual preparation can we do to ensure we are “ready” to do the
works of the Lord with the right motives?

12. Read Joshua 6:1-10. No doubt the Lord revealed His “march and shout” game
plan for the battle at Jericho when He spoke with Joshua in chapter 5:13-15. Why
did it take such faith, strength, and courage to follow these directives?



13. Has the Lord ever given you such “battle plans” that your faith has been stretched
because the plan just didn’t seem possible? Please share with your group if you are
able.

A. What was required of you?

B. How did it stretch your faith?

C. How was the Lord faithful and what were the results?

14. Read Joshua 6:11-27. Why do you think it is significant that the priests carried the
ark of the Lord in battle?

15. How do we as Christians carry the Lord with us in every battle we face? Support
your answer with Scripture.



16. By faith Rahab did not perish (Hebrews 11:31). Just as the Lord was faithful to
Rahab as she sought His salvation, how is God faithful to all who genuinely seek
Him? Support your answer with Scripture.

17. What did the Lord minister to you the most in this study of faith?
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
